This verges on    
watching a print come up in Dektol. (I know, half of you are saying “what’s that?” It’s a Black & 
White paper developer used in the analog {wet} darkroom for those under 30.) This will help       
expand my art. And turn into dollars.  
 
 In March I was challenged by Don Chick to use light creatively in a small shooting room. 
Did you know his shooting room is 11 ft x 11 ft? My 10 x 22 is spacious. (Relatively). So I tried it. It 
worked! Actually sold some stuff using the technique. It isn’t necessarily funding my retirement, but 
there were three things I learned, used, worked with, and applied to the business. And enjoyed.
