During her lifetime, Julia Margaret Cameron (1815/4) was recognized as
one of the leading photographers of her era anaytairegarded as one of finest
portraitists of the medium. This album, made for Bester Maria Jackson
(affectionately known as Mia) includes family paits and allegorical works,
such as her famous series on Mia’s daughter, wikeo blecame the mother of the
writer Virginia Woolf. In addition, the album feats images of some of the
most celebrated figures of Victorian England—amtiregn the poet Alfred Ten-
nyson and the Pre-Raphaelite painter George Fretaits. In addition, Cam-
eron collected work by her colleagues including30 Rejlander one of the first
to promote photography as an art form and Lewisdllathe author of
Alice in Wonderland.

Remembering Andrew Wyeth (1917-2009)

One of the most revered American artists of the pastury, Andrew Wyeth had
deep roots here in Maine. In the late 1920s, hiefathe painter and book illus-
trator N. C. Wyeth, bought a house in Port Clydeé Andrew began to spend his
summers on the coast of Maine. He made his fisst to Winslow Homer’s stu-
dio at Prouts Neck in 1936, and eventually he asdnlife Betsy bought their
own summer house in Cushing, near the Olson faadstdere Andrew painted
some of his most acclaimed works. In more receatsyethe Wyeths retreated
offshore to Benner Island, creating a landscapesatnaef buildings that reflect
his painted world. Wyeth’s paintings are markedniyted colors, attention to
the details of nature and the purity of vernacalahitecture, and a remarkable
facility of brushstroke—from the miniscule markshis temperas to the looser
and more liquid washes in his watercolors. Thisgexhibition of nine works
from the Museum’s permanent collection pays triot&Vyeth’s legacy in the
history of American art.
