The Competition Print  
“Demystifying the Magic” 

 

John Hill  
 In his program, John will explain the    
judging process and the meaning of the 12          
elements against which a print is judged in PPA 
sponsored print competitions. He will go into 
depth on the aspects he believes have the greatest 
impact on creating a successful, high scoring 
competition print. Is this image good enough for 
competition?  Selecting an image to use for com-
petition is one of the most difficult steps in the 
process. It can be hard to be objective about your 
own work, especially if the image moves you as the maker.  

 
   Print competition is one of the 
most exciting and valuable services     
provided by MPPA, PPANE and PPA. 
Print competition fosters active learning 
and encourages all of us to produce work 
to a higher standard.  John Hill has been 
a member of CPPA (Connecticut) for just 
over four years but has enjoyed remark-
able   success in print competition, win-
ning the Treskunoff Award (highest print 

case total at the state convention) three years in a row. This year, in Connecticut, 
he won: the Masters court of honor, the ASP award for the highest scoring print 
by an ASP member, the CPP award for the highest scoring print by a certified 
photographer, Two Kodak Gallery awards, one Fuji Masterpiece award, and the 
Photographer of the Year in the     Creative category. His first submission to 
PPA was    accepted into the Loan Collection.
