Sales Tax 
 
After much confusion after a recent E-blast 
regarding Sales Tax...here is an update. 
Please refer to the MPPA website for more 
information. (under Members Area - Mem-
bers Info). 
 
 “I sincerely appreciate the correction and 
clarification of the existing taxation of pho-
tography. I did not mean to misrepresent 
what is in the tax reform law and did con-
siderable digging over the weekend to find 
out where I had originally received that in-
formation. 
 
What I found was Maine Revenue Services 
report back to the Taxation Committee in 
the early fall as they tried to clarify the pro-
visions of the law. MRS began to interpret 
some of the specific provisions of the law 
and provided examples. 
 
Here is what would change under tax re-
form and become taxable according to 
Maine Revenue Services: 
· art restoration would include photo-

graphic restoration 
· the right to use a photograph would be 

considered a lease / rental 
· the labor on camera repair 
 
Once again, I apologize for the incorrect 
information and I have made sure that cor-
rection was noted.

AN INTERVIEW WITH 
RUSSELL CARON 

Each month  we 
hope to feature 
an MPPA mem-
ber.  This month 
we are featuring 

Russell Caron of Russell Caron Photography 
located in Falmouth, ME. 

How long have you been a photographer? 
I started with wedding photography back in 
1977; I was selling cameras at the Value House 
and the young ladies that worked there urged 
me to “be their wedding photographers” --- 
then realized I enjoyed it, and did OK at it.  Of 
course I was just a mere child back then  
J….Seriously, though, I had a corporate career 
with General Dynamics, though, between 1979 
and 2008….  I started shooting weddings again 
in 2004, and have been a full time photogra-
pher since 2008….. 
What inspired you to become a photographer? 
From being photographed a lot by my mother’s 
120 roll f ilm box camera, then to 126 
‘Instamatics’, I guess I was always around 
cameras and enjoyed seeing the results --- and 
at that young age realized the importance of 
capturing memories with photography.  I later 
realized I enjoyed and seemed to have a talent 
for photography. 
When did you join the MPPA? 
I have been a member since 2008. 

What do you like the most about photography 
- your job? 
I actually love all of it, the marketing, the 
branding, meeting clients, especially meeting 
the young people planning their weddings. The 
business side of it all, closing a sale and writing 
a contract, mentoring your people to help keep 
the art alive into the future, and of course, the 
photography.  I make sure to do some “fun 
photography” now and again, and especially 
love doing some creative model shoots with 
past brides and bringing along my associates 
and assistants.  I mostly love it that my passion 
is also my work. 
Are you a studio or location photographer? 
As a wedding photographer I shoot mostly on 
location but I have a new studio, with space to 
shoot inside, in Falmouth.   
What's on your inspiration wall right now? 
My sales goals for 2010 provide the most inspi-
ration right now.  Having these posted financial 
goals, I have found, makes the goals more ap-
proachable and reachable.  Knowing your to-
the-moment stats, to me, is very important mo-
tivation to work to exceeding past performance 
and working to new higher level of perform-
ance. 
Who inspires you right 
now? 
Most any of the cadre 
of photographers fea-
tured in RANGE-
FINDER and PROFES-
SIONAL PHOTOGRA-
PHER magazine… also 
see the response to the 
“who would I most like 
to have lunch with….” 
question. (next page) 
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What has been your fa-
vorite moment as a pho-
tographer? 
Nailing a [magazine] 
“cover shot” at a wed-
ding, any wedding…Or 
having a bride fall to 
tears to see an image I 
captured for her…. 
What photographer 
would you most like to 

have lunch with and pick their brain? 
I have actually had lunch or meetings or stud-
ied under several top photographers I highly 
admire.  Actually I most rely on my album art-
ist and fellow wedding photographer (and 
sometimes associate/assistant shooter) Patty, 
for her inspiration and from her unabashed 
comments about my work, pro and con, and her 
helping me keep my eyes and ideas open to 
those young new breed of wedding shooters.  
We don’t shoot in totally the same way but I 
really like the work of the same photographers 
she likes… Then, more specifically to the ques-
tion, I really respect and admire the photogra-
phy and business successes of Michelle Turner, 
Emilie Sommer, and Beth Fitzgerald… who all 
happen to be based right here in Maine…. 
What has been your greatest learning experi-
ence? 
It would be Maine Media Workshops, where I 
studied under Steve Sint (recently featured in a 
series of Sekonic ads in photo magazines) in  

2008 and WPPI in 2009.  But, I must also give 
credit to my original mentor, an MPPA member 
and several time past president, Tom Jones 
from my hometown of Brunswick for letting 
me tag along some scenic and photojournalism 
shoots and showing me how to process B&W 
film back in the mid 70s… and getting the feel 
of a real photo studio. 
How are you different from other photogra-
phers? 
1. I am highly focused on one kind of photog-
raphy - weddings, which account for over 95% 
of my revenue.  2. I have a unique approach to 
attacking tough lighting situations.  3. I have 
the benefit of a lot of business skills carryover 
from my corporate career… and  4. My experi-
ence as a coach in human relations principles 
from Dale Carnegie Training really helps me 
work with people, something that is more than 
vital as a wedding photographer, pretty much 
shadowing a bride (all day!) on the most 
memorable day of her life.  
What is one thing most people would be sur-
prised to know about you? 
I have seven children, three by birth and then 
four more we adopted…3 from India and 1 
from the US. 
What was your best vacation ever? 
As a working vacation, San Pedro, Ambergris 
Caye, Belize, shooting a destination wedding in  
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2008.  As a regular vacation, perhaps the days 
when I would frequent California’s Napa Val-
ley… or the two weeks living in Japan when I 
went with my daughter in 2007… I do like to 
travel… Then of course there was the wedding 
in Jamaica this past winter, when I went to sec-
ond shoot for Patty, a fun role reversal!   
What is your favorite TV show? 
I watch very litt le TV, other than the news, but 
I love CBS Sunday Morning, as photographers 
are often featured. 
Do you have a favorite lens or piece of equip-
ment? 
My Canon 70-200IS f/2.8 L mounted to my 
EOS 1D MKIII is a very “sweet” combination 
and somehow seems to be involved in most of 
my best work… and I feel it is an extension of 
me, my eye, shooting finger, even my brain.  I 
think best with it in my hand, and “see best” 
through it. 
Are you a doer or a procrastinator? 
Absolutely, I’m a “doer”… at least when it 
comes to photography and my business. (There 
are admittedly things at home that I procrasti-
nate doing) I eat, live, drink, sleep and breathe 
my passion… for sure makes me a “doer” 
where it matters most.  After 
all, I volunteered to do this 
interview about 30 seconds 
after the email arrived. �

MEMBERSHIP CLASSIFICATIONS : 

 
1. ACTIVE MEMBERSHIP shall be extended to all professional photographers of ethical standard, who reside 

in Maine for a minimum of six (6) months per calendar year, or who operate or work for a photographic stu-
dio holding a Maine sales Tax Number.  

2. STUDENT MEMBERSHIP will be extended to any student who is either a resident of Maine or attending a 
photographic school within the State of Maine and is in good standing. Student members will not have power 
to vote or hold office.  

3. SUSTAINING MEMBERSHIP shall be extended to owners, managers or salespeople of stock houses and 
representatives of photographic manufactures. Sustaining members will not have the power to vote, nor be 
allowed print exhibit privileges, nor be allowed to hold offi ce.  

4. NON-RESIDENT MEMBERSHIP shall be extended to all professional photographers who do not reside in 
the State of Maine. Non-Resident members shall not have the right to vote or hold office. They may compete 
for awards as stated under non-resident print rules. 

5. HONORARY MEMBERSHIP shall be extended to distinguished professional photographers and others, who 
by reason of their service to the Association or to the field of photography, the Association wishes to reward. 
Honorary members shall enjoy all the privileges of active membership. 

6. ASSOCIATE  MEMBERSHIP shall be extended to beginning or non photographers, such as a spouse,  sig-
nificant other,  receptionist, etc. Associate members will not have the power to vote, nor be allowed print ex-
hibit privileges, nor be allowed to hold offi ce.  
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The Maine Professional Photographer’s Association (MPPA) hereby establishes a state-based award program to rec-
ognize photographic excellence and service to the photographic community. Several states have such programs that 
mirror the national Professional Photographers Association (PPA) program with “Masters” and “Craftsman” type 
awards, each recognizing an individual for contributions of photographic excellence and service to the photographic 
industry, respectfully. Other states have crafted entirely different programs which have a point program and award 
structure completely different from the national program. 
After considerable deliberation, MPPAs Award and Recognition Committee developed a program that mirrors the na-
tional program and recognizes photographic excellence and service to the photographic community (and self through 
education) separately. It is our hope that these awards will serve to inspire new and current members to become and 
stay active in the professional community, to continue learning and improving through education and attendance at 
photographic events, and to recognize those individuals whose photographic excellence and service are exemplary. 
Because this is  a new program, there is obviously a “learning curve” and some modifications that may need to be 
made as the program matures. We welcome program comments and suggestions, and any potential changes to the pro-
gram will be reviewed and voted upon by the Award and Recognition Committee (ARC) and the MPPA Board. 
 
Reason for Awards 
1. To give recognition for service to and on behalf of MPPA 
2. Recognition for those who enter and excel in MPPA Print Competitions 
3. Incentive for members to become and stay active in MPPA 
4. Publicity for MPPA and its members 
Eligibility 
1. Any member in good standing with MPPA 
2. Membership must be in consecutive years. If a lapse in membership occurs, all previously accumulated points are 
not forfeited. The member, upon renewal, must supply their own copy of their annual list of approved credits. The 
Award and Recognition Committee cannot be held responsible for records of lapsed members. 
Types of Awards 
1. Maine Photographic Excellence Award 
Awarded for superior photographic competence through photographic competition, advanced education, and service 
to the profession. 
25 Points earns a green ribbon, with a star/bar earned for each additional 25 points 
For each 25 points, 13 must be print points and the additional 12 can be from any point category 
2. Maine Fellowship Award 
To recognize service, fellowship, and continuing education  
25 Points earns a gray ribbon, with a star/bar earned for each additional 25 points 
For each 25 points, 5 points must be Membership Points, 13 must be Education Points, and the remaining 7 can be 
from any point category. 
3. Maine Distinguished Colleague Award 
This award is reserved for a member who has gone above and beyond in their service to MPPA and the photographic 
profession. The person may have already received other awards, honors, and degrees. This award is for an individual 
whom the ARC and the Board feel additional accolades are in order and bestow the award to a member for their con-
tinued exceptional service to MPPA. It is not an award earned by accumulation of points like the other two, but is a 
special honor that the MPPA may bestow upon a deserving member. 
Lobster Pin Incentive 
The Maine Photographic Excellence Award and Maine Fellowship Award are obviously accolades that will take con-
siderable time and effort to achieve. As an added incentive to work hard, be involved, learn a lot, and earn points, we 
are offering the Lobster Pin incentive. Those members that accumulate 12 points in a calendar year (regardless of 
category) will be bestowed the Lobster Pin. You can earn one every year, and it can be worn on your clothing or fas-
tened to your Photographic Excellence or Distinguished Colleague ribbons. Lets get to work!

1. Print Points 
2. Membership Points 
3. Education Points 
4. General Points 
PRINT POINTS (maximum of 7 points can be used towards Print Points in one calendar year; addi tional Print

1 point - Each entry (print, album, folio, etc) scoring a blue ribbon 
1 point - Each entry receiving a Court of Honor award (only one point per print)

3 points - Photographer of the Year 
1 point - Entry receives “Best of Show” 
MEMBERSHIP (maximum of 3 points can be used towards Membership points in one calendar year; addi-
tional Membership Points may be used as “other point category” points) 
1 – Membership (Must have paid dues and be a member for the entire calendar year. No fractional points for less than 
a full year of membership). 
1 – Perfect attendance (attend all monthly/bi-monthly meetings & one day of the annual conference ) 
1 – Refer a new member to join MPPA (1 point per member) 
EDUCATION (a maximum of 7 points can be used towards Education Points in one calendar year; additional 
points earned through education may be used as “other point category”) 
1 – For each photographic education event 
2 – MPPA, PPANE, or PPA Convention attendance (2-3 days of seminars)
