Other states have craftetray different programs which have a point pesgrand award
structure completely different from the nationabgram.

After considerable deliberation, MPPAs Award anddymition Committee developed a program that mértbe na-
tional program and recognizes photographic exaeleand service to the photographic community (aifdtkrough
education) separately. It is our hope that thesardswvill serve to inspire new and current membersecome and
stay active in the professional community, to comei learning and improving through education ariéralance at
photographic events, and to recognize those ingalsdwhose photographic excellence and servicexemplary.
