2. STUDENT MEMBERSHIP will be extended to any student who is either a resident of 
Maine or attending a photographic school within the State of Maine and is in good stand-
ing. Student members will not have power to vote or hold office. 

3. SUSTAINING MEMBERSHIP shall be extended to owners, managers or salespeople of 
stock houses and representatives of photographic manufactures. Sustaining members will 
not have the power to vote, nor be allowed print exhibit privileges, nor be allowed to hold 
office. 

4. NON-RESIDENT MEMBERSHIP shall be extended to all professional photographers who 
do not reside in the State of Maine. Non-Resident members shall not have the right to vote 
or hold office. They may compete for awards as stated under non-resident print rules. 

5. HONORARY MEMBERSHIP shall be extended to distinguished professional photogra-
phers and others, who by reason of their service to the Association or to the field of photog-
raphy, the Association wishes to reward. Honorary members shall enjoy all the privileges of 
active membership.
